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This is the 30th year that VIC will partner with the 
interfaith arm of Church World Service and local 
community leaders to sponsor the annual San Fernando 
Valley CROP Hunger Walk.  For the past twenty-nine 
years, CROP, which stands for Communities Reaching 
Out to People, has raised over $500,000  to help end 
hunger both locally and globally. CROP Walk  
participants and their sponsors consist of members of 
churches and congregations of all faiths, schools, as well 
as local businesses, professional corporations and 
members of the community at large.  

 
CROP WALK is an interfaith 
project of Church World Service 
in conjunction with VIC to raise 
money to fight hunger and 
poverty and to provide disaster 
relief in our Valley, our nation 

and abroad.  25% of the proceeds of the CROP WALK 
are used to fund VIC’s Meals on Wheels program and 
Food Pantry Coalition, helping San Fernando Valley 
citizens in need of food assistance.� � This year, to mark 
the Walk’s 30th Anniversary, and to highlight the 
severity of the increasing problem of hunger in the 
Valley, VIC will join forces with the Valley Cultural 
Center to make  the San Fernando Valley CROP Walk a 
part of its Concerts in the Park series.  The CROP Walk 
will be held on July 17 at Warner Park, and will be 
topped off by a concert starring The Marvelettes.  As in 
past years, CROP participants will return to a feast 
donated by local restaurants and vendors, and concert 
attendees will be invited to participate in VIC-sponsored 
activities, with the proceeds going directly to support 
VIC’s hunger assistance programs.   See insert for 
details.
